MAY 9TH: NEW YORK BEAUTY WORKSHOP 
With Judi Mendelssohn 

 
 

This is definitely a technique learning day. You will make one, maybe two or three 
different blocks – you could make cushions or a small hanging, or go on to make 
lots for a quilt – but for the day it will be learning how to construct a block using 
foundation piecing and curved piecing. Judi will be providing patterns for several 
different designs based on the New York Beauty idea. 
  

Judi Mendelssohn, Assistant editor of Patchwork and Quilting magazine, will be 
running a workshop at Hale Village Hall (Institute)  on Sunday May 9th 10am - 4pm 
the cost is £20 including lunch (£25 non members of Farnham Q's). The requirements 
list is minimal and includes 3 (yes just 3!) pins.
